
      OVERVIEW OF COVENANTS 

1.Each member of the Husky Addition 
Property Owner’s Association and owners 
has one vote per each ¼ acre. 

2.All construction plans to be approved 
by Architectural Control Committee of the 
Husky Addition Property Owner’s 
Association before commencing 
construction. 

3.All lots shall be used for anything other 
than residential purposes. Up to 2 out 
building allowed.  

4.   Stick built home must be at least 1200 
square feet.  Modular and manufactured 
minimum width of 24 feet shall be 
required at least 1000 square feet.  
Manufactured housing with a minimum 
width of 12 feet shall be at least 700. 

5.Fences not to exceed 5 feet in height. 
Solid fences limited to side and the rear of 
the property. 

6. Cats and dogs are the only animals 
within the division.  

7.All surface areas to be promptly planted 
and landscaped. Each lot will be 
maintained and kept free of weeds. 

8.Construction is to start within two 
years, after starting the construction it to 
be completed within one year.
